	Science  instant snow powder, soil, seeds (also used in craft project), glass container, water

	Science  yeast, balloons
	Crafts  toilet paper rolls or cardboard, branches, string and paper to make ornaments
	Snack   leavened and unleavened bread samples
	Game    tray or cookie sheet, household items and blindfold	

Week of July 26
	Science  lemon juice, q tips or small paint brushes, paper or card stock, iron (adult supervision!)
Crafts   medium size box or wooden chest, paints, decorative items (sequins, stickers, “gems”)  OR Black paper, flashlight, pencil and scissors for silouhette
	Snacks  HoHos , Rice Krisy treats, candy pieces or recipe ingredients
